Classroom and School Members: Once logged in, teachers may click "Lessons" to
access StarrMatica's content interface, “Search” to search content by state standards,
grade, subject, and topic, or "Answer Keys" to access answers to StarrMatica's printable
reading and math assessments. After logging in, students are automatically directed to
StarrMatica's content interface.

Classroom Plus, School Plus, District, and Homeschool Subscribers: Once logged in,
teachers have the additional option of clicking "Classroom Management" to create and
change passwords and to view student scores. Students may click "Lessons" to access
StarrMatica's content interface or "Scores" to view their lesson scores.




Control Panel, Audio & Printing

Once you have accessed StarrMatica's content interface, a
lesson must be selected. Click the button marked INDEX on
the left side of your screen. This will open a table of contents.
Scroll through the list of lessons by clicking and dragging the
scroll bar on the right. Reading lessons are listed first in
alphabetical order followed by math lessons in alphabetical
order. Click your choice to access content for that lesson.
When a lesson is selected, the LEARN section table of
contents will automatically appear in the view screen.

The right button controls the lesson's sound. Sound choices appear
in the text field. English is the default. In this mode, the user hears
sound effects as well as English voiceovers in the Learn, Literature
Practice, and Test sections. On allows the user to hear lesson sound
effects. Off mutes lesson sound effects & voiceovers.

In the LEARN section, underlined topics can be clicked to access
specific sections, or the first topic can be selected and the topics
can be viewed one after another by using the navigation arrows at
the bottom center of the interface.

Clicking the camera icon in the bottom right corner of instructional animations reveals a
slider bar and navigation buttons. The arrow’s progress along the slider bar indicates
the length of the slide. You can move to any point in the slide by clicking on the slider
bar and then pressing the blinking arrow. The navigation buttons can also be used to
rewind, fast forward, pause and play any instructional animation.

Games and activities in the PRACTICE section are labeled with star
symbols. These symbols help you to quickly identify content
appropriate for your students.

Lesson Components

The LEARN section of each lesson is designed for the
introduction or review of a concept for 3rd through 6th graders. It
has been divided into smaller skill-based topics. A topic's title is
an indication of its contents. This section contains animations
with voiceovers and sound effects that can be used to introduce
or review specific concepts.

The PRACTICE category contains activities and games designed to provide practice
opportunities for all concepts included in the LEARN section. Some activities are basic
skill-based practice while others promote problem solving and higher order thinking
skills.




Three types of literature are available at each grade level in the
PRACTICE section of reading lessons. The first piece is a
retelling of a fairytale, folktale, fable, or other traditional story.
Many of these pieces will be familiar to students. The second
piece is a work of original fiction written to entertain students

= | with an unfamiliar story. The third piece is high-interest
nonfiction. Storles in this section are directly aligned with the assessment. Students
receive immediate feedback and explanations of correct and incorrect answers.

In the PRACTICE section of math lessons, interactive practice
activities have been aligned to each topic in the LEARN section.
An activity's title is an indication of its contents. A percentage
correct score is displayed at the end of each activity.

In reading and math PRACTICE sections, entertaining games
engage students while practicing all topics from the instructional
section. All games can be played by one player for individual
practice. Some games offer a two-player or player vs. computer choice for increased
competition. Students are provided with immediate feedback as they are challenged to
race the clock or accumulate points, and a percentage correct score is displayed at the
end of each game.

Enrichment activities are designed to challenge and motivate higher achievers.
Students deepen their understanding of a concept with additional difficult questions or
extend their learning with a related topic.

The lesson assessment, which can be utilized as both a pre-
and post-test, is directly aligned to the instructional and practice
sections, so students are well prepared for testing. Itis an open
response assessment that you can use whole class, or
individual students can record their answers in text fields and
print the assessment for an instructor to review. Password
protected answer keys are included.

The RESOURCES section contains links to additional
interactive resources related to the lesson topic along with
relevant literature that can be used to enhance or extend the
lesson. Sites are grouped into three categories:

This search is helpful in three ways:

1. K-2teachers can quickly narrow search results by topic group. For example, a
first grade teacher can find reading resources that focus specifically on beginning
sounds.

3-6 teachers can narrow search results by topic group more quickly than in the
lessons interface. For example, a fourth grade teacher can find math resources
that focus specifically on measuring angles.

K-6 teachers can search for content related to subjects not included in the
interface. Additional subjects include Science, Art and Music.

Star and circle symbols are used to indicate grade levels in the State Standards Search
and the Grade Level, Subject, and Topic Search.

If you wish to delete a group but not the students in that group, prior to
deletion, assign students in the group you wish to delete to another group.

If you click Cancel, you will exit Delete Group, and the group will not be deleted.

Three types of student scores are displayed:

For activities with a varied number of
guestions or an open-ended activity, the
number of times the activity has been
completed is displayed.

For all tests, complete is displayed when the student has completed
the test and has pressed the DONE button at the bottom of the
printable assessment.

view. The absence of a  next to a student indicates there are
no scores recorded for this student.

Scores are only shown for completed activities. More specific
reports can be viewed by clicking the  next to a student and
choosing a subject, by clicking the  next to a subject and

choosing a lesson, and by clicking the  next to a lesson and
choosing an activity.

For activities with a fixed number of
guestions, the student, subject,
lesson, and activity levels display the
maximum score possible along with
the score earned and the
corresponding percentage. This is
recorded for the student's first

For activities with a varied number of attempt and his/her best attempt.
